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Market Outlook

Market Commentary

= Annual urban inflation has accelerated t018.7% in November 2022. On the other hand, monthly inflation upped to 2.3% in November, impacted by weaker local
currency.

Net international reserves increased by USD470mn to USD34bn at the end of December 2022, according to central bank. This marks the four consecutive months
of increase, with a total of USD850mn.

Egypt Purchasing Managers' Index (PMI) declined to 45.4 in November from 47.7 in October, well below the 50.0 threshold that separates growth from
contraction. This marks the second lowest reading since the pandemic dragged the index down in June 2020, and the 24th consecutive month of contraction.

Egypt’s economy grew 4.4% in 1QFY22/23, up from 3.3% the previous quarter according to preliminary data from the Planning Ministry. This comes down from
9.8% in 1QFY21/22. The government expects GDP growth of 5% in FY22/23.

Egypt concluded the IMF agreement of USD3bn, with potential talks of another USD6bn, that should support FX availability.

The Central Bank of Egypt (CBE) decided to raise the overnight deposit and lending rates, and the CBE’s main operation rate by 300bps to 16.25%, 17.25%, and
16.75%, respectively.
