Market Commentary
= Headline inflation eased from 35.8% in October to 34.6% in November. This came as monthly momentum inched from 1% in the previous month to 1.3%. The

slowdown came on the back of continued moderation in food inflation, with prices increasing 0.2% down from 1.5% in the previous month and 3.6% in the month
before.

Egypt’s current account deficit narrowed to $2.8bn in 1Q23/24 from $3.2bn a year earlier. This came as the trade deficit narrowed to $7.9bn from $9.1bn in
1Q22/23 on the back of a drop in imports to $16.3bn. Tourism revenues grew c. 9% to $4.5bn, while FDI saw a drop to $2.3bn from $3.3bn. Overall, the balance of
payments recorded a surplus of $229mn vs $523.5mn in 1Q22/23.

Net international reserves increased slightly to $35.22bn in December from $35.17bn a month earlier.

Egypt’s Purchasing Managers’ Index (PMI) slightly rose to 48.5 in December from 48.4 in the previous month, marking the first uptick since last September.

The Monetary Policy Committee (MPC) decided to keep the Central Bank of Egypt’s (CBE) overnight deposit, lending rate, and the rate of the main operation
unchanged at 19.25%, 20.25%, and 19.75% respectively, in its December meeting.

Egypt’s net foreign liability position narrowed to $27bn in November from $27.2bn in October.
